POSTERS:

- Poster size must be a minimum of 17”and a maximum of 28”in height or width.

« Students are encouraged to be creative and may use any art medium (e.g., poster paints, felt pens,
colored pencils, pastels, crayons, three-dimensional art, etc.). The poster may be in color or black
and white.

«The student’s name and a daytime phone number or email address for their parent or guardian
must appear on the back of the poster.

ESSAYS:

- The essay contest is open to students enrolled in grades 6 through 8 or being home-schooled at
the same grade level for the 2017-18 school year.

« Essays must be 500 to 1,000 words in length and typed.

«The student’s name and a daytime phone number or email address for their parent or guardian
must appear at the top of the essay.

DIGITAL MEDIA PRESENTATIONS (video, PowerPoint, Prezi, etc.):

- The digital media presentation contest is open to students enrolled in grades 9 through 12 or be-
ing home-schooled at the high school level for the 2017-18 school year.

« Presentations must be one to three minutes in length and may be submitted on disk or emailed.

«The student’s name and a daytime phone number or email address for their parent or guardian
must be written on the disk or disk sleeve.
